In addition to allowing serial devices to get networked, any host (PC Server orWorkstation) without
network access can also access remote serial device via adding NetCom devices to the existing serial port.
NetCom 1613RM PRO can be configured over Driver Panels,WEB Browser, serial Port,Telnet, SNMP
and serves as a transparent serial channel without platform and distance limitation.
